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Signing into the RI ‘My Rotary’ website:

Use your email address as your login name
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The D9810 YouTube channel
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The ‘Members Only’ menu:

You must log in to ClubRunner to access any of 
the items on this menu
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Your ClubRunner login name is not the same as for RI

If you forget, or this is first time, click the blue links
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Enter your club, surname and email and you’ll be sent 
an email with information to complete your log in
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Once you have logged in, you will be able to 
access the items on the ‘Members Only’ menu
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The ‘Member List’ is a PDF equivalent of what used 
to be at the back of the printed District Directory.

You can copy this to your computer and use it to find 
contact information for District Rotarians.

The list is updated monthly
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Clicking on ‘Find a Member’ takes you to this screen, 
which lets you look for a member using any parts of their identifying 

information that you know.
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‘Club Executives’ takes you to a PDF report of all 
club executives, similar to the member list.

You can copy this to your computer and use it to find 
contact information for District 9810 Rotary Clubs.

The list is updated monthly
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The ‘Member Area’ menu:
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The ‘Edit My Profile’ button

gives all members access to their own profile data
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Changing your profile information

You need to click the blue ‘Edit’ button to change the data
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Download any of these lists to your own computer as Word or PDF files.

The lists are updated monthly. 
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When you are not sure of something, consult the 
ClubRunner help
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The ClubRunner phone app:
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If you get a blank screen on opening, click either 
the menu or refresh buttons at the top. 

You should see data within a few seconds.
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Look up and call any member of another club
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Look up the District executive and events
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The ‘For Clubs’ item on the Blue menu 

provides a set of tools for club executives to 
manage their club and members’ information
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Review and edit any information that needs updating
